2010 Youth Rally Devotions

Friday

Theme: Embracing who God created us to be: letting our “light” shine.

Start with the premise that God created us in His image (see Genesis 1:27). Ask the youth what
“in His image” means to them. Is it physical? When we look in a mirror, do we look like God?
Orisitinternal? “In His image” ... God has created us with a heart like His. We see this in the
New Testament when we are encouraged to be Christ-like: to emulate Christ in our lives.

Luke 11:33-36 (New International Version)
The Lamp of the Body

No one lights a lamp and puts it in a place where it will be hidden, or under a bowl. Instead he
puts it on its stand, so that those who come in may see the light. Your eye is the lamp of your
body. When your eyes are good, your whole body also is full of light. But when they are bad,
your body also is full of darkness. See to it, then, that the light within you is not darkness.
Therefore, if your whole body is full of light, and no part of it dark, it will be completely lighted,
as when the light of a lamp shines on you.

Questions
1. Where is the place that God has put you? What is the stand that God has placed you on?

2. What is in your life now that is keeping you out of the light?

3. What can you do to let your light shine? What can you do to be better, more Christ-like
in the future? What can you do to make your heart like God’s heart?

Saturday

Theme: Consequences of embracing/not embracing God’s plan.
Jeremiah 20:9 (New International Version)

But if I say, “I will not mention Him or speak any more in His name,” His word is in my heart
like a fire, a fire shut up in my bones. | am weary of holding it in; indeed, | cannot.

Questions
1. Why do you keep God’s word inside of you? Why are you afraid of letting it out?

2. How can you make God’s message interesting, relevant and exciting to those who don’t
know Him?
3. What are some negative consequences of not following God’s plan (i.e. social alienation

from peers; hurt relationship with God)? What are some positive consequences for
following God’s plan?

4. Are you willing to give everything for God and endure the consequences? How do these
short term consequences compare to the long term consequences of NOT following
God’s plan?



Sunday

Theme: Realistically living into God’s plan for us.

We’ve looked at why we should embrace God’s plan and what it means to follow God’s plan.
We’ve talked about making it relevant, exciting and important to those around us. We’ve talked
about the consequences of living a Christian life, and even the consequences of not living a
Christian life. Today, let’s look at our plan of attack, how do we truly live into God’s plan?

1 Peter 1:13-16 (The Message)
A Future in God

So roll up your sleeves, put your mind in gear, be totally ready to receive the gift that's coming
when Jesus arrives. Don't lazily slip back into those old grooves of evil, doing just what you feel
like doing. You didn't know any better then; you do now. As obedient children, let yourselves be
pulled into a way of life shaped by God's life, a life energetic and blazing with holiness. God
said, "'l am holy; you be holy."

1 Peter 1:13-16 (New International Version)
Be Holy

Therefore, prepare your minds for action; be self-controlled; set your hope fully on the grace to
be given you when Jesus Christ is revealed. As obedient children, do not conform to the evil
desires you had when you lived in ignorance. But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in
all you do; for it is written: ““Be holy, because | am holy.”

Questions
1. What are some evil desires that we face today? How can we respond to these evils?

2. What does it mean to be holy? (Youth Leaders: ask the youth for synonyms for ““holy.”
Suggestions: sacred, pure, perfect, virtuous, faultless, completely without sin. Ask them if
they think that in order to be holy they have to be all these things. Is that realistic? Yet
God asks it of us . . . would He ask us for something that is unrealistic? Lead them to the
idea that to be holy is to be set apart, it means to be dedicated to God. Holiness is
something we grow in; it is reflected in our choices, our actions, how we respond to
certain situations and people. Holiness means that others should be able to see God in
what we say, what we do, who we are — it’s a very practical holiness! Holiness is
cultivating God’s heart within us — we are in His image! Ask the students if they think
they’ve been holy and how today, tomorrow, and next week they can be holy!)

3. What are some ways we can stick with God’s plan? How can we keep it a priority in
life?
